Homework

Make Up Work
All work is available online and accessible to all students regardless of physical their location.

Tutorials

Test: Make-up/Retake, Failure Procedure

Students that score 60% and above will have the opportunity to perform test corrections for up to 10 points added to their grade.  In the event you score below a 60% on any test you may retake the test for a maximum of a 70% score. Retake tests are not verbatim of the first test. 

In order to retake a test you must:
1. Complete the Request to Retest Form
2. Complete the remediation packet

3. Complete Self Reflection and Action Plan
4. Get feed back on #'s 1 & 2

5. Schedule an appropriate time to complete retest

6. Enough time must be allotted to complete retest in one sitting. Tests will not be broken into pieces.

7. Retests may not exceed 1 hr (60 min) in length
Make up tests are given as soon as possible once you return from your absence. 

Late Work

The district’s prescribed late work policy is defined below:

Minor Grades

    Minor grades cannot be turned in late for any credit.  Minor grades that are uploaded to you website must be added, even if they are late, to avoid future deductions on website grades.

Major Grades

    One Day Late – 30 pt deduction

    Two Days Late – 50 pt deduction

    Three Days Late – No Credit

Technology and Cell Phone Policies

1. Verbal Warning

2. Forfeiture of iPad privileges for the day (iPad returned at the end of the period)

3. If a chronic problem, referral to grade level principal for discipline
